	Multiple controls are utilised that collectively addressed the root cause/s.  The controls are well designed, appropriate and proportionate to the actual risk.  The controls utilise engineering / physical controls.  Regular monitoring is conducted to monitor the effectiveness of the controls such as KPIs, auditing and performance reviews.

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	Unlikely to occur
	B. Minor 

(>£1000)
	May cause injury/illness or damage (local first aid treatment)

Somewhat harmful to the environment, localised impacts, correctable.
	Substantially Effective
	There are at least two control measures in operation which use a mix of physical controls and procedures.  Most controls are designed to address the root cause/s and are generally effective, reliable and complied with.

Periodic monitoring is conducted to monitor the effectiveness of the controls including auditing and inspections.

	3. Likely
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	Likely to occur
	C. Moderate 

(>£10,000)
	May cause injury/illness or damage (hospital visit / up to 3 days lost time).

Moderate short-medium term widespread environmental impacts.
	Partially Effective
	While the design of controls is correct, they are not always fully effective, reliable or complied with.  Some of the controls do not seem to treat the root causes.  Those that are correctly designed are operating effectively.  

The controls rely on human behaviour / conformity.

	Very likely to occur
	D. Serious

(>£100,000)
	May result in major injury/illness or damage (over 2 weeks lot time).

Harmful to the environment, relatively widespread medium - long term impacts, great effort to correct.
	Largely Ineffective
	There are significant opportunities to improve effectiveness, reliability or adequacy of the controls.

The controls rely on individual judgement and there are no documented processes to define how a task  / process should be conducted.  Only ad-hoc and infrequent reviews of the controls are conducted.

	5. Certain
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	Will definitely occur
	E. Catastrophic

(>£1m)
	Will result in life changing injury and/or fatality.  Very serious, long term and widespread environmental effects on a significant area.
	None or totally ineffective


	The adequacy of the control measures is unknown.  The system of internal control cannot be relied upon.  If there has not already been significant breakdown, it is only a matter of time before this occurs.

	Weather

	Cold and/or wet
	2B
	Lead teacher to check weather forecast prior to departure.

Lead teacher to ensure that all children have suitable clothing.

	Sun 
	2B
	Lead teacher to ensure that the group are aware of the dangers relating to the sun i.e. heatstroke and sunburn.

Lead teacher to ensure that the group have suitable clothing, ie. Long sleeves, trousers and sun hat. 

	Storms/High wind/Lightning/Flooding  
	3B
	Lead teacher to seek appropriate shelter and suspend a session should conditions cause safety to be affected. The routes around the stadium will be gritted by our ground staff when ice or snow is forecast.  

However, sudden weather changes or severe conditions cannot always be dealt with immediately and a decision should be made between the Stadium staff and the lead teacher whether to continue the session.

	Terrain 

	Approaching the site
	1B
	Lead teacher to be familiar with the transport links and approach to the stadium, brief the group of any control measures whilst on public transport or coaches and carry out a specific transport risk assessment if applicable

	Slips, trips and falls, falling objects  
	3B
	Lead teacher to ensure that children have appropriate footwear.

Lead teacher to brief children that running is not permitted and to take extra care on stairs, entrances etc. 

Cleaning can be undertaken at any time around the stadium and signage will be provided if there are wet floors.  

Any concerns regards conditions or spillages should be reported to the stadium personnel immediately so they can be dealt with.  

	Escalators and Lifts 
	2A
	Lead teacher to brief children to exercise caution and to:

- Use stairs where possible and if the whole group cannot travel together in a lift ensure a responsible adult accompanies each group.

- Use revolving doors/escalators carefully keeping fingers away from hinges/lift doors etc.

	Equipment

	Vehicle traffic movement in pedestrian areas 
	1B
	Lead teacher to brief group to be aware of other users on the roads and paths when moving around the stadium eg. Fork-lift trucks, delivery vehicles.  There is 24 hour vehicle access around the whole of the site with few segregated areas for pedestrians.  School groups must be closely supervised at all times when outside and when leaving buildings in to roadways.  
A Vehicle curfew will be in force for all match days, however emergency vehicles may require access

	Security and other site users

	Other site users 
	2B
	Lead teachers must supervise children at all times on site. A large number of visitors attend events (82,000) which can be daunting for some children. 

	Lost individual  
	3B
	Lead teacher to retain a completed register with contact details, mobile phone nos. etc. of children in the group, including emergency contact details and any other necessary medical/allergies/dietary information. 

Lead teacher to ensure the group is briefed on the correct lost person procedure before travelling and to conduct a head count before leaving and on arrival at each location. 

Lead teacher to be aware of and ensure children aware of allocated lost person point.  (Gate F – Security Office in the SW corner level 1)

	Lost group
	2B
	Lead teacher to ensure contact at base is aware of estimated return time to centre and has emergency contact information for the group.  

	Child Protection  
	3B
	To adhere to Child Protection Policies including DBS checking for any staff left alone with children. All adults accompanying children should hold a current DBS check and current Child protection training certificate.
The venue operates a strict safeguarding policy, any staff members who are with a child will have the required checks.

	Accident and Emergency procedures 

	Accident/Emergency
	2B
	Lead teacher to be aware of the nearest appointed First Aider and medical facilities. We have two first aid rooms at the venue located in the NE and SW level 1.  A large team of St Johns Ambulance are in attendance and will provide medical help when necessary. 

	Fire extinguishers/ Fire Exits 
	3C 
	During a major event, the fire alarm system is not audible until such time a controlled evacuation is required.  Please ensure you follow the stewards direction and make your way to the required safe location. 

The Lead teacher is to complete a roll call and advise a member of staff if any children are missing.  

	General

	Medical conditions/

Allergic reaction
	3C
	Lead teacher to check group’s medical information before the visit for specific conditions. 

Lead teacher to ensure that children carry and take any medication/precautions as necessary e.g. asthma inhalers.

(eg. epi-pen permission forms for Lead teacher to administer if necessary).
Medical equipment can be brought through to the venue security search points.  To prevent any delay at the search point we would suggest such items are brought to our attention in advance.

We suggest avoiding bringing bags, however if this is required, a maximum size equivalent to an A4 paper is allowed.


Other points for school groups to consider:

What are the arrangements for children going home or collected from the stadium?
If a child goes to hospital, who goes with them?  
No access to pitch.  Where barriers or taped areas have been provided, do not move them or walk within them.
In the event of a child being lost, do they have contact details of the lead teacher to hand over to security?
